In my work that is mostly based of constructive language and motives I try to create objects that concerning and include values and principles from the human body, by dialing with it not in a direct approach. But hint and mark the body in defamiliarization way. 

In one of the projects I build furniture's for a single person that were damaged and distorted and twisted in all kind of deformities, I broke there legs and made them look empty and suffer, I chose to use metal and iron because of the cold and hard qualities of those materials .

Infect I tried to define through these furniture's the desperation gestures of the human body that can not find rest or comfort

In different work I decided to build a boulevard made of plaster and hay bricks in a shape of spinal column that is taken from x-ray of my back before having a scoliosis operation by doing this I achieved the feeling of a physical work that demand bending and using physical effort in order to build the construction. While infect it is a paradox because the material (hay) is as light as a feather.   

 These elements of soft and hard heavy and light, cramped and limp or unstable interested me also in the work of the spinal column that I made by hammering out lead.

I am fascinated by architectural survival after destruction and the ability to rebuild and restore 

I am influenced and affected by the tradition of the modern art minimalism and artepovera sculptures

In my work I try to react and to deal with modern art aspects
I usually choose to use materials that comes from the environment I am working in.
