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Motivation about Arts: 
Art always displays diversity. It keeps changing and renovating as time goes by; there is not a so-called “mainstream value” that can be a shared goal for pursuers of art. With the promotion of contemporary media, just like popular trends, there will always be new directions for one to pursue art and the so-called “mainstream art.” Nevertheless, these are mostly exaggerated propaganda, rather than true manifestations of the art circle. 
As students who go to art universities, sometimes it is difficult to recognize where we are heading and what our motivations are. It’s natural that many people worry whether they lag behind contemporary trends and therefore produce works that conform to these trends, neglecting the relations between art and personal values/emotions. To me, as we live in an era where society is ever-changing and individual values are distorted, as creative artists, we should work hard on building our own faiths. As long as we maintain our purity, values, and demands, the goal of artistic creation shall not go opposite ways. 
Traditional Chinese ink painting takes up a critical proportion of my past learning experiences and life. Under the influence of my family and teachers,  naturally, traditional Chinese ink painting has become an essential part of my creative history, I personally hold long-lasting, if not out of a fit of passion, affections toward traditional Chinese ink painting. Based on the subjective emotional experiences of my own, I expect myself to integrate part of the eastern aesthetics of ink painting into my works. Large areas of flowing “in-and-wash”and experiments of different paper materials will be my concentrations, and I hope to come up with various possibilities out of a great many such experimental works. With the auxiliatory mounting techniques, I hope to make my works more complete and much mellowe.
