My working with moving image and still images too is very much based on finding universal pain spots; feelings and perceptions from our behaviour which give us possibility to look ourselves from a mirror and develop ourselves. 

Therapeutic sense is noticed in many occasions, when I have been showing my works. Even if my works might be some kind of therapy for myself, my goal is always to give universal therapy for others. My personal issues are never that important. It might be the starting point without a purpose, but not the ending point.

I find it important to go so beyond in human mind that we can find similarities from ourselves. Therapy and all words is unfortunately bad thing for open experience. Things can and should be thought and discussed after the experience, but not during it. The main thing: The transformation of feeling happens in a few seconds and in my case I tend to use a little bit more traditional influences sometimes. It is important for me to give a viewer comfortable feeling with a certain kind of familiar looking outcome, when all of the sudden the income seems to be something unexpected.  

Of course I tend to look new ways of expression, because of willingness to touch unconscious levels, but In my case it is very important that it is all about ideas and feelings that can be touched in both, universal and personal level. The material and all the tricks to gain this goal have to come after.

What I’m saying is that it gives me a feeling of freedom and finding something new when all of these things are taken away from me for a while.
