The attempt to defend art by creating a barrier between it and the consumerism, is how ironically , an artificial act.

and as an artificial act , it embraces its rules which it tries to reject, and there for doomed to fail . 

Above the experience, the importance and the opportunity to meet artists from around the world, i find the open space workshop very relevant to the way i look at art  and the way i make art.
