Having followed with interest (but from afar!), the various documenta over the years, it is almost unbelievable that I will get the chance to participate in a workshop at Kassel, especially one associated with the current documenta in particular.

documenta 12 holds special interest for me because I have wrestled with the problems of consumption of art, and the power of the image over content. How does one interact with the viewer beyond the mere act of consuming the artwork? Over the last two years, my work has shifted towards an examination of itself - the very purpose of its own existence, especially in an institutionalised marketplace. To me, the leitmotifs of this documenta are ones that could not be more relevant to our time, for this examination is essential when the average consumer is constantly flooded with hype masquerading as information. The sensation that one is adrift in a sea of constantly streaming information seems to be the norm today, so I was quite taken up with this quote by Roger M. Buergel  on the documenta website, where he writes about ‘…the attitude demanded by the mass media, which amounts to us being very well informed but unable to act’. 

The dialogues that will occur during the programme between students of differing nations backgrounds and institutions, but all faced with similar issues about globalisation, will definitely go a long way towards breaking out of our paralysed states, ‘unable to act’, and the tendency to be insular, whether geo-politically, or institutionally, in the face of homogeneous globalisation. I am especially interested to hear how my peers across the globe view the current challenges to art, as I am a firm believer in the collective response, not just my individual faculties as an artist.
