I am an interdisciplinary artist working with performance, video and installation.I use art

as a means to meet, socialize and connect with people.

Drawing from my childhood experiences in tap dance, jazz dance, and musical

theater, as well my experience in contemporary dance I often, though not solely,

collaborate with friends, family, and people from community organizations as a way of

connecting to people outside of the art world.

The act of

belonging, participating or being recognized is an important part of life.

I am

dedicated to creating meaningful experiences for myself, the viewer and people that don’t

normally engage with contemporary art. I view the OpenSpace workshop as an art

experience in itself and think it would greatly alter how I view my own practice. This

course is a rare opportunity because it allows me to critique, discuss and examine

Documenta 12 with students from around the world.

I am in a place in my life where my journey as an artist is about opening, expanding

and evolving. I view art as having multiple meanings and potentialities. This workshop

and travel experience could present an example of how I want to work in the future. I am

very interested in facilitating experiences for large groups of people. I am also very

interested in blurring the boundaries between curatorial and art practices. This workshop

allows me to engage with contemporary art issues on a global scale in the here and now.

I am drawn to the notion of emerging artists gathering from around the world to meet

in one geographical location and share ideas and think collaboratively. I would love the

chance to forge new relationships within the contemporary art world. The OpenSpace

workshop facilitates participation, community involvement, cultural engagement,

performativity and social interaction; all issues pertinent and meaningful to my own

practice. Constant Evolution of Being an Artist has altered how I view art and I think this

workshop opportunity will be a continuation of the “evolutionary” process of exploring

what it means to be and work as an artist.
